INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Prior to the start of the published agenda the Chairman stated that for a variety of reasons Councillor Brown had decided not to seek re-election at the forthcoming local election on 1 May. On behalf of the whole Parish Council, he thanked Councillor Brown for his service, advice and support over the past 4 years.

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETINGS

1. The minutes of the last meetings, held on 12 November 24 were approved.

MATTERS ARISING

2.  Pothole repair system.  The Clerk informed the meeting that a recent article in one of the daily newspapers had shown that Shropshire Council had the highest compensation payout record for pothole damage. Additional funding is expected, subject to targets being met, but the majority view of the Council was that the extra money was unlikely to be sufficient.
3. Council priorities for the Wem Safer Neighbourhood Team (SNT). The revised priorities agreed at the last meeting had now been submitted to the SNT.
FINANCE
a. Update on finances.  Current ac £917, reserve ac £1597 with approx. £5 additional interest due on 31 Mar. All cheques issued for FY24/25 have been cleared.

b. Parish Council precept bid for FY25/26-£2600 submitted and acknowledged
c. Audit Plans. Mr Wilson had agreed to undertake the internal audit and the Clerk would forward the books to him asp after the bank statements had been received from NatWest. Councillors would be asked to approve the accounts at the next PC meeting in May.
d. Spending of Community Infrastructure Levy grant.  It had been suggested that the Preston Brockhurst Village Hall committee might be willing to  make use of the grant by using the money to help fund a defibrillator on the outside of the building. However, during discussions, it became clear that at present the Committee did not feel able to proceed with this option.
PLANNING UPDATE
4. The following had now received planning permission after revised plans submitted:
a. Hunter’s Crag, Lee Brockhurst.  Conversion of existing building to form a separate annex dwelling. 
COUNTY AND PARISH COUNCIL ELECTIONS ON 1 MAY

5. All current Councillors (less Councillor Brown) had indicated their willingness to stand for re-election.  It was understood that at least one new candidate intends to submit nomination papers.

6.  The Clerk outlined the paperwork process with the submission of nomination deadline being 4pm on Wed 2 April.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS

7.  It was understood that some residents had expressed concern over the increased activity around the trailer park near RAF Shawbury, some of this being at night. It was suggested that this might be due to the bird flu restrictions causing extra trailer loads to be taken to the digester at the trailer park and if this was the case it was hoped that it would be temporary.
