1.MEETING WITH LEE BROCKHURST VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE(LBVH)

       Following an earlier meeting between the Clerk and Mr Colin Brown (Treasurer of the LBVH committee), Mr Brown briefed Councillors on the status of the VH, how it was funded and the regular activities held during the year.  He also identified future work needed to improve the VH infrastructure with the aim of seeking some or all of the Community Infrastructure Levy CIL) grant available from the Parish Council (currently £3947).  It was agreed that, from the list he produced, the grant could not support annual maintenance work eg grass cutting but might be used for most of the other capital work proposed. After discussion it was agreed that the LBVH committee would present the PC with their proposals for work on the basis that the full CIL grant was made available. This work could, if necessary, include an element of self-funding from the VH committee.

2. The minutes of the last meetings, held on 13 May were approved.

MATTERS ARISING

3.  Outcome of BT proposals to cease providing working public telephones at Lee Brockhurst and Preston Brockhurst. Following the latest review, BT had at last accepted that the incorrect postcode for the box at Lee Brockhurst had been used over the last 10 years when examining mobile phone reception and accordingly now agreed that the box should be retained as reception was poor.  In the case of Preston Brockhurst, reception was satisfactory and usage of the box was minimal and thus the requirements for cessation of the service had been met. The County Council now longer has power of veto over this matter and it is therefore likely that the box will be deactivated. However, as both boxes are effectively listed (being Red K6), BT will still have the responsibility for their repair and maintenance as they cannot be removed.
4. Planning application for new conservatory at the Willows Lee Brockhurst. Now granted.          
FINANCE
a. Update on finances.    Audit for FY24/25 signed off by auditors PKF Littlejohn. All cheques issued on 13 May cleared. D/D set up for.gov.uk emails wef 29 May and wef 1 Jul for PC website. Ring fenced amount in reserve account at end of FY25/26 available for website/email future costs reduced to £186. Precept for FY26/27 will need to take full annual cost of approximately £400 into account.
