MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING

1.  The minutes of the meeting held on 10 November were approved and have been displayed on the Parish Council website. There were no ‘matters arising’ to be discussed.
FINANCE
2.  The following bills were approved for payment in May 21:

a. Parish Council insurance-£154.28

b. Grants to Lee Brockhurst and Preston Brockhurst Village Halls-£500 each

c. Grants to St Peter’s and St Bartholomew’s churches-£250 each


d. Honorarium to Mr Wilson for the forthcoming internal account audit-£25

3.  Grass cutting authorisation.  Councillors authorised the payment of up to £200 for the cutting of Lee Brockhurst village green during the period May-Oct. A grass cutter has still to be found.
4. Cheque signatory. Councillors authorised Mr James to continue as one of the cheque signatories until a replacement was established with NatWest.
PLANNING APPLICATIONS UPDATE
5.  Applications now approved.  Conversion of barns at Preston Farm and the conversion of a barn to an annex at the Sawmill, Moreton Corbet.
6. Awaiting a decision. Preston Farm barn conversion (4 dwellings), Bridleway Gate Farm barn conversion (5 dwellings) and installation of bio-mass system at Storage Hanger RAF Shawbury. Afternote: Preston Farm barn conversions approved since the meeting was held.
7. Possible breach of planning regulations-3 Lee Hill Lee Brockhurst. This is now being formally investigated.
MATTERS ARISING FROM A REMOTELY HELD NOISE LIAISON GROUP MEETING ON 16 MARCH 21

8. The Chairman updated the meeting, firstly pointing out that with such a large group on Zoom it was difficult to have much discussion and so the meeting was more of briefing. The usual ‘slides’ showing the number of complaints about low flying and the areas from which the complainants came were shown.  There were fewer complaints, compared to those in the first half of the year. Attendees were informed that some glider flying was taking place at weekends, with different types of launch system being used. However, it was not thought that residents would there would be inconvenienced by this sort of flying.
RURAL CRIME
9. Councillor Plaskett briefed the meeting on the latest attempt at theft from part of his property and this led to a wider discussion on rural crime. All Parish Councils had been asked to submit their 3 areas of major concern to a Committee within West Mercia Police and the Clerk has informed this Committee that the matter would be discussed at their next PC meeting in May.

10.  All members of the Parish Council endorsed the Chairman’s tribute to Councillor James for his wise, conscientious and consistent service over such a long period. In response, Councillor James said that poor health was making it difficult to do his job as properly as he would wish and this was why he was standing down.
