MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETINGS

1. The minutes of the last meetings, held on 21 May 24 were approved.

MATTERS ARISING

2.  Pothole repair system.  In July, Councillor Lester raised the inefficiency of the pothole repair system, whereby the contractor carrying out pothole repairs near the entrance to his farm would not fill in a marked hole as it was not on his list for repair. The Clerk raised this with EM Oswestry and requested that the matter be investigated and a more efficient system put in place. Despite several follow up e-mails from the Clerk, no formal response has yet been received although the hole was filled in October. Councillor Jones suggested that part of the problem arose because if Keir was doing the work they would only be paid for potholes on their authorised list.
3. Council priorities for the Wem Safer Neighbourhood Team (SNT). The team had contacted the Clerk with a query over one of the 3 priorities:  speeding motor bikes on the A49 within the Parish.  It was explained that the SNT had no ability to deal with this problem as they lacked the necessary detection bikes and accordingly asked if the Council wished to add another priority.  After discussion, it was agreed to ask the SNT to help over speeding tractors on minor roads within Moreton Corbet and Lee Brockhurst, coupled with the depositing of mud and slurry on the roads (which is understood to be unlawful). It was also noted that a large amount of mud had been deposited on the bend on the A49 at Preston Brockhurst, following maize harvesting.
FINANCE
a. Transparency code payments.   Following the Council’s agreement to use the grant to cover Parish website expenses, the Clerk informed the meeting that £43 had been spent on domain charges and this reduced the amount available for further expenditure to £525
b. Parish Council precept bid for FY25/26-£2600 (an increase of £300 from the last increase which was in FY22/23)
c. Authorised payments:
(1) Grass cutting Lee Brockhurst Village Green-£275
(2) CPRE grant £25

(3) Hire of Preston Brockhurst Village Hall-£20
d. Spending of Community Infrastructure Levy grant.  Following advice from SALC, it was agreed that the best use of the money would be to use it to help with the installation of the defibrillator at Preston Brockhurst village hall. It would be for the Village Hall committee to take this forward and it was understood that grants were available from the British Heart Foundation. Additionally, the Treasurer of Lee Brockhurst VH had offered to help, having had recent experience in installing the defibrillator at Lee Brockhurst VH.

b. Bridleway Gate Farm barn conversions. Minor adjustments now authorised.

d. Relocation of Pets’ Crematorium from Woodstile Farm to Estate Yard Acton Reynald. Second application now authorised
