1. Minutes of previous meeting.  The minutes of the meeting held on 4 January 2022 were approved.

2.  Matters Arising

  a. Delay in actioning repairs/replacement to road signs. The Clerk outlined the problems he had been encountering in trying to get road signs repaired or replaced and cited examples including one sign which was still lying in the same place over 4 years after it had been first reported.  He had recently received an email from the Head of Environmental Maintenance acknowledging the failures and stating that the measures now in place should result in a better performance in future. 
b. Damage to Lee Brockhurst Village Green.  An HGV, belonging to Fly By Nite had recently damaged the triangular section of the green by needlessly driving over it and then becoming stuck before reversing away.  After several weeks of correspondence, Fly By Nite had agreed to pay the Council £50 which would be used to offset the annual grass cutting cost of £200.
3.  Finance

 a. Audit FY21/22 plans.  Mr Wilson had agreed to carry out the internal audit which he had been asked to complete by 10 May. Once this was complete, all the audit forms would be emailed to council members in advance of the next PC meetings on 17 May. Afternote:  audit papers were given to Mr Wilson on 14 April.
b.  State of accounts update.  The current account stood at £138(including the £50 from Fly By Nite) and the reserve account at £1552. The precept income for FY22/23 will be £2300.
c.  Payment authorisation.  Councillors authorised the payment of £38.38 to Mr J James for the website domain charges from Apr 22-Apr 24.
4.  Planning applications update.
  a. Update on the planning enforcement enquiry at 3 Lee Hill Lee Brockhurst.  The appeal to the Secretary of State was refused and the owners have now applied for a lawful development certificate. For this to be granted, it will be necessary for the building to be converted into a single storey construction.
b.  Addlestone Cottage Lee Brockhurst.  Addition of a conservatory to the front elevation. This was supported by the Parish Council and authorised on 19 April.
5. RAF Shawbury Noise Liaison Group meeting held on 8 March 2022.  The Chairman outlined the main matters of interest arising from the meeting.  In general, complaints were down, partly because of increasing use of simulators. He also noted that there appeared to be more complaints arising during the day, possibly because more residents were working from home due to Covid.
6. Any other business

a. Potholes on minor road leading into Lee Brockhurst. Councillor Lester asked if 3 areas of potholes could be repaired between the outskirts of Lee Brockhurst and Thistleford Bridge.  One of these had already been reported 6 months ago and had been outlined in white but no remedial action had followed.  Afternote: these holes were reported on 6 April but as at 23 April they have not been repaired
b.  Status of office building at Lee Hill Farm. A question was raised over the status of a building converted into an office and used by Butlers Landscaping for several years. Butlers no longer use the site and the whole property is now displayed on Right Move for letting with the former office advertised as a one-bedroom annex. The conversion of what was a derelict outbuilding into an office without any form of planning permission was originally reported in Oct 17 and an initial judgement was that there had been a breach of planning regulations.  As the owner was not contactable, nothing seemed to happen and when the Clerk chased this up in late 2021 it appeared the enforcement department was inclined to taken no further action. When the Clerk questioned the inconsistency of this decision against the one taken to ensure remedial action at 3 Lee Hill, he was told that the matter would be reviewed. As a result of the recent developments at Lee Hill Farm, the Clerk contacted Planning Enforcement again on 6 April asking whether they intend to take any action. Nothing has been heard so far.
7. Date of next meetings.  This was agreed to be Tuesday 17 May at 7.30 pm in the Preston Brockhurst Village Hall. These meetings will include the Annual Assembly, AGM and the usual Parish Council meeting.
