PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
1. Minutes of previous meeting.  The minutes of the meeting held on 26 March 24 were approved.

2. Matters Arising

a. Update on flooding in Lee Brockhurst and on the A49 Preston Brockhurst/Sherwood Bank junction.  The Clerk had received assurances that the flooding problem near Lane Barn in Lee Brockhurst would be fixed (but this has not yet been resolved). The Clerk, in conjunction with his Clive PC counterpart, had requested urgent action to remedy the flooding on the bend on the minor road leading up Sherwood Bank from the A49. He had received assurances from EM Oswestry that this would be investigated as the problem was becoming more frequent over recent years.
a. Suggestions for spending of the CIL grant (£592).  One possible proposal was the installation of a defibrillator outside Preston Brockhurst Village Hall but the likely costs would need investigation.

b. 3 Lee Hill Lee Brockhurst-change of use to accommodate new footprint for replacement log cabin-now approved subject to submission of lighting and landscape plans and a no letting restriction.
c. Bridleway Gate Farm-minor cosmetic changes to already approved plans for barn conversions and for an enlarged footprint to allow for the removal of a redundant Dutch barn.
